Dedication Policy

The dedication of children is a voluntary
act in which believing parents publicly present
their child and themselves to the Lord as an
outward expression of their gratitude to Him
for the child and as a formal appeal to God
for His assistance in the rearing of the child. It
is not to be confused with infant baptism,
viewed as an ordinance of the church, and
does not impart salvation.

Because the child is a gift from God, the
parents promise, as God’s stewards, to bring
up the child entrusted to them in the discipline
and instruction of the Lord (Eph. 5:4; Col.
3:21).

In dedicating one’s child in the presence of
fellow believers, parents are publicly dedicat-
ing themselves to the faithful fulfillment of
their parental responsibilities (Deut. 6:4 - 9;
Prov. 22:6) and are acknowledging their need
of the prayerful support and encouragement
of those fellow believers (Eph. 6:18; Heb.
10:24 - 25).

The act of dedication becomes meaningful
only as the parents explain to the child the
meaning
of this act
and consis-
tently
carry out
the prom-
ises made
before God and the brethren at the time of
dedication.

The dedication is more than a service - it’s a com-
mitment of parents to honor the will and the Word
of God. As part of this dedication, you are asked to

1. Publicly affirm your personal faith in Christ, and
renew your dedication to Him and His Word.

2. Pray daily for God’s direction in your lives and
in the life of your child.

3. Faithfully participate in Sunday Worship with
your child.

4. Teach your child the truths of God’s Word in
your home.

5. Anticipate and seek to lead your child to a per-
sonal faith in Christ as soon as they are ready.

6. Recognize that your child belongs to God and
have been born to experience His love and to
serve Him.

IV. The Responsibility of Godly Par-
ents

Deut. 6:6 - 7, “These commandments
that | give you today are to be upon your
hearts. Impress them on your children.
Talk about them when you sit at home and
when you walk along the road, when you
lie down and when you get up.

Eph. 6:4, “Fathers, do not exasperate
your children; instead, bring them up in the
training and instruction of the Lord.”

If only one
parent is a follower of Jesus or only one
parent is living for the Lord, this Dedication
can still take place. Only the believing par-
ent, or the one living for the Lord, should
dedicate the child(ren).
